Indirect Loss

Loss or damage resulting from nuclear
reaction or radiation or radioactive
contamination, however caused.

. Pollution

Loss or damage caused by or resulting
from pollution. Pollution means the
discharge, dispersal, seepage, migration,
release or escape of any solid, liquid,
gaseous or thermal irritant or contaminant,
including smoke, vapor, soot, fumes, acids,
alkalis, chemicals and waste. Waste
includes materials to be recycled,
reconditioned or reclaimed.

Valuation — Settlement

The value of any loss for purposes of
coverage under this insurance shall be
determined as follows:
